COMMITTEE REPORTS:
Snowmobile trails- J. Grier has nothing to report except we finally got some snow to cover them.
Town Buildings/Grounds- D. Stobo had nothing to report.

Website/Chamber/Recreation, Insurance/Internal Management- C. Wilt

Reported that the Website is being updated as needed.

Finance / Airport- C. Rhodes is working on getting quotes from independent auditors to do the town audit.
Bob Erickson was interested in that the town is still in agreement with building a gazebo on the airport. S. Rudes stated that they had already approved of this at a meeting last year.

Mr. Erickson is interested in getting grant money for this project.

Supervisor Rhodes has obtained 2 quotes for fencing at the dam. 
1. 1/12/2022 was from Brady Fencing- $15,690.00 installation included

2. 1/12/2022 was from Rommel Fencing- $19,971.68 installation included

3. 11/4/2021 was from Schnabel- last years quote was $20,140.00 

These were reviewed by board members and C. Rhodes asked for a motion to accept the 
Brady Fencing quote as it was lowest. D. Stobo made motion and S. Rudes seconded.

Highway/Parks and Recreation- C. Small had gotten a quote for the buoys for the dam and it was too high. He reported that the groomers started today.
Mel LaScola- Code Enforcement 
had questions regarding Brad Parslow working with him. C. Rhodes stated he will be a Tier 1 laborer and will work with M. LaScola as needed. 
NEW BUSINESS:
Brush Dump- the town is moving forward with the surveying of the
 brush dump for the construction of the new building to hold highway equipment until the new highway garage is built on Rt.8.

Community Hall- C. Rhodes commented that the Community Hall is in need of work if the town is to keep the building. The ceiling tiles are drooping and some are falling through. He would like to get a quote on possibly changing the 2 x 2 foot tiles to 2x2 foot tiles as they do not weigh as much. It would require new rails and installation. M. LaScola suggested changing the lights inside to LED lights when the old lights need replacing. 
Possibly renting the downstairs for offices, art studio, etc. was brought up to generate revenue to help pay for the heating in the winter.

SRE Building- needs painting inside, door locks need attention and the doors should have a single key to open all doors. 

Employee negotiations: C. Wilt and J. Grier met with Highway Employees regarding their questions on handbook. They feel that changing the wording in the Employee Handbook will help clarify any questions.  C. Small brought up the question of sick time for employees that have been out with COVID. The county does not pay employees for Covid absences. They use the sick time they have accrued.  The town will follow the CDC Guidelines, no Covid Policy will be set at this time.
C. Small brought up possibly using the funds from the federal government American Relief Funds for paying employees. More information on this is needed.

Sand Shed- Was reported there needs to be a variance before any new salt shed is built on the existing site. The old building will stay. The ZBA will discuss this at their next meeting.
